From 2 November 2009 the money you receive in Child Benefit will no longer be counted
as income when we work out if you qualify for Housing Benefit (help towards paying your
rent) and Council Tax Benefit (help towards paying your council tax)

What does this mean to you and your family? It means that you may now be entitled
to help with your rent and/or council tax.

You may have claimed before and been unsuccessful or you may never have claimed
because you didn’t think you'd qualify.

NB: Anyone can claim — even if you and/or your partner work.
